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The consequences of being charged with and prosecuted for vote fraud can be severe and
long-lasting for non-citizens. It's essential for individuals to understand the laws regarding voting
eligibility and to avoid engaging in any illegal activities that could jeopardize their immigration
status and future opportunities in the United States.
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If a non-citizen is charged with vote fraud and prosecuted in the United States, they can face
several serious consequences, including:
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1.

Criminal Charges: Vote fraud is a felony offense in many jurisdictions, punishable by
significant fines and imprisonment. The exact penalties vary depending on the severity of
the offense and the laws of the state where the crime occurred.
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Deportation: Non-citizens convicted of vote fraud may face deportation or removal
proceedings. Committing a felony offense can trigger immigration consequences,
potentially leading to deportation and the loss of legal status in the United States.
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Ineligibility for Citizenship: A conviction for vote fraud can render a non-citizen
ineligible for future immigration benefits, including naturalization and citizenship.
Immigration authorities may deny or revoke applications for citizenship based on a
criminal record involving vote fraud.
